
                                                      Mapledurham: Short Route                

DIFFICULTY RATING: MODERATE Relatively short in distance but very hilly in the woodland.  

START POINT: St Margaret’s Church, RG4 7TR. Parking may be possible in the church car park or along the road before you reach the 

church (avoid double yellow lines).  

ROUTE MAP 

1. From the church, head up the road away from the river. When you pass a 

postbox in the wall on your right, turn right onto a concrete road. 

2. Pass the red telephone box on your right and continue to follow the road for 

about ¾ of a mile. Take care as this is used by farm vehicles. 

3. After ¾ of a mile, you will reach another ‘T’ Junction. Turn left uphill. 

4. When the road forks in front of you, take the left-hand fork which will lead 

you up a steep slope and through woodland. 

4. Continue on until you reach a path to your left through a kissing gate. Turn 

left here and cross the field. Go straight on, through woodland.   

5. Continue to follow the path as it branches right (avoid the path leading into 

a garden/vegetable patch). Gradually the path will begin to descend and then 

more steeply. 

6. Eventually you will come to an open field.  

7. Follow the path across the field, go through the gate at the end and turn 

right onto the concrete road. You will pass Mapledurham house on your left 

back from the road. 

8. At the end of the road turn left which will take you back down to your 

starting point of the church.
